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Eligibility on a pageI am not eligible
· I have never served in the ADF permanent forces or ADF Reserves
· My partner or parent has never served in the ADF permanent forces or ADF Reserves
· I am or was a Reservist but with no hazardous, border protection, disaster relief or full time ADF service
· My parent/partner is or was a Reservist, but with no hazardous, border protection, disaster relief or full time ADF service
· I am a veteran of the United States military or the military of any other country except the United Kingdom, New Zealand, Canada or South Africa
· I am a former partner of an ADF serving member separated for more than 5 years, and we are not co-parenting a child
· I was a National Serviceman who rendered CMF (later Army Reserve) service
· I am the grandchild of a veteran or person with continuous full time ADF service
· I am the current partner of a son, daughter or former partner 
· I am the son or daughter of a deceased Gold Veterans Card holder whose service pre-dates the Vietnam War 
· I am the son or daughter over 25 years of age of a pre-Vietnam War widow with a Gold Veterans Card

I am eligible
· I am or was a current serving permanent ADF member with at least one day continuous full-time service – this includes if I completed at least one day of basic training
· I am a DVA Gold Veterans Card holder
· I am a War Widow
· I am eligible for non-liability health care (NLHC) for a mental health condition
· I have war, peacekeeping, border protection or Australian or overseas disaster zone service
· I have British Nuclear Test Defence service
· I was involved in an ADF service-related incident resulting in serious injury
· I am a Reservist with border protection, disaster zone or other hazardous service
· I am a Reservist, and I was involved in a serious service-related incident
· I am a Reservist, and I have some full time ADF service (I was assigned to Service Option C (SERVOP C)).
· I was a National Serviceman who was conscripted to a regular army battalion (Vietnam War service)
· I was a participant in the Defence Indigenous Development Program
· I participated in the Veterans’ Vocational Rehabilitation Scheme
· I am the parent or sibling of an ADF member who died in a service-related incident
· I am the parent or sibling of a current or former ADF member who died by suicide
· I was in the armed forces of the United Kingdom, New Zealand, Canada and South Africa and hold a DVA White Card 
· I was a United Nations / Australian police personnel member in an approved ADF operation
· I was a civilian who performed a specialised task for the ADF while with a unit of the ADF in an area of operations
· I am eligible for a reparation payment from the Defence Abuse Response Taskforce or Defence Force Ombudsman
· I was an F-111 deseal-reseal worker eligible for the SHOAMP scheme
· I am the partner or child of an F-111 deseal-reseal worker eligible for the SHOAMP scheme
· I am the partner of a current or former ADF member, or other person eligible because of their ADF related service
· I am the son or daughter (of any age) of a current or former ADF member since the Vietnam War
· I am the former partner of a current or former ADF member and we have been separated less than 5 years
· I am the former partner of a current or former ADF member and we co-parent a child under 18 years of age
· I am the son or daughter (of any age) of a living Gold Card holder
· I am the dependent grandchild of a veteran and I am under 18 years of age
